Insurance 
 
I want to take a moment to review the insurance coverage purchased by the Club, as it pertains to 
Club Events.   
 
First the policy we purchase provides General Liability coverage for the club for Bodily Injury and 
Property Damage resulting from a formal Club sponsored event.  So if during an event or as a result 
of an event, a third party to the club gets injured as a result of our event our insurance policy 
responds up to the limits of the policy. 
 
Our coverage also provides Hired and Non-Owned Auto Liability coverage which will respond to suits 
brought against the club and its members resulting from the use of automobiles as part of the event. 
The key issue to this coverage is that it is excess over any valid and collectible insurance that is in 
effect at the time of the accident.  As an example, if someone sues the club for an accident Iôm 
involved in during a club sponsored event, my personal insurance policy is the first line of defense for 
that suit.  Only after my auto policy has paid out the total limits available under that policy, will the 
club policy kick in if higher limits are required. 
 
Personal Car Insurance 
 
While on the topic of insurance I thought it might be worth reviewing the basics of the typical valuation 
of an automobile under a personal auto policy. 
 
It is important to note that the physical damage portion of a typical auto policy is based on the Actual 
Cash Value of the insured vehicle less the policy deductible.  Actual Cash Value is the depreciated 



value of the vehicle based on the year it was built.  To phrase this another way the typical Actual 
Cash Value of a Triumph is $0 due to the age of the car.   
 
When insuring your Classic or Antique automobile it is important to look for a policy that will insure the 
vehicle based on an Agreed Value sometimes known as a Specified Value.  Agreed Value or 
Specified Value policies insure the vehicle to an agreed upon value, and as such will pay up to that 
agreed upon value if the vehicle becomes damaged in an accident or other insured event. 
 
The Agreed Value can be arrived at a number of ways, for some people itôs the amount of money 
they have invested in the car, to others itôs a reasonable value for a fully restored automobile of a 
certain year, make and model.  Whichever way you decide to arrive at your agreed value, keep in 
mind, the ultimate premium you pay takes the value into consideration for your physical damage 
coverage. 
 
Although not every insurance company writes classic car coverage, those who do usually are much 
cheaper than the standard insurance carrier.  Why?  Because when underwriting a Classic vehicle 
the underwriter typically assumes itôs not your everyday driver and will be cared for much differently 
than your everyday driver.  There are other reasons as well.  Some Classic Car coverage comes with 
limits on the number of miles you are allowed to drive the car in a given year.  This can range from a 
few hundred miles a year to thousands, yet others have no restrictions at all. 
 
Where do you find Classic Car coverage?  Many local agents can arrange coverage through any 
number of insurance companies.  Chubb and Chartis come to mind as two companies who offer the 
coverage through a local agent.  Yet there are others such as Hagerty Insurance, J. C. Taylor  or 
American Collectors, who will work directly with the car owned, or if you prefer, your local agent.
